To all residents of Haringey and beyond,

We are deeply saddened and disturbed by the terrorist attack in Golders Green on two
Jewish individuals. Our prayers are extended to the injured, their families, and the wider
community who have been impacted by this violence. We stand in solidarity with our
neighbours and with everyone affected.

The Jewish Community have experienced multiple attacks and attempted attacks In
recent months, including but not limited to, an arson attack on the Hatzola ambulances
in Golders Green in March, and arson attacks on Synagogues across North-West London.

This is the latest attack on the communities of London, and, despite our unity, we fear it
may not be the last.

At times like this, silence is not an option, and actions must accompany our words.
Violence directed at any individual or any one of our communities remains an attack on
us all. We recognise that hatred has been increasing, with reports and instances of hate
against Jewish, Muslim, other faiths, and protected identities, growing. We must name
such violence for what it is and refuse to allow it to divide or intimidate us, wherever we
see It.

As a Multi-Faith Forum, we are guided by the shared values found across our faiths and
belief traditions: the sanctity of life, compassion, justice, love, and peace. We will not
stand by where any one of us is targeted because of who they are, what they believe, or
how they live.

We feel for our neighbours in Barnet, and as we know, London is a community that

doesn’t stop at the borough lines. We are stronger for it. Those who use fear and violence
seek to fracture the strength of our links, but we will not allow them to succeed. We will
continue to work together, arm in arm, across faiths and communities, to build
understanding, challenge hatred, and promote peace rooted in justice.

Last year we released a statement in response to International Day of Peace, where we

said that we will always stand together against those who try to divide us. In this
moment of pain and uncertainty, let us recommit ourselves to being present for one
another, to join in opposition of hatred, hurt, and extremism.
